Simon Farbrother joined the City of Waterloo as Chief
Administrative Officer in 2005. To this role, he brings more
than 16 years experience as a senior leader in municipal
government, as well as a Masters degree in Geography from the
University of Alberta and a Bachelors degree in Economics and
Geography from Portsmouth University in England.

2006 CAMA Awards

Congratulations to the City of Richmond, British Columbia, on their nomination for the
2006 Willis Award for Innovation, for municipalities with a population over 20,000, for
their project entitled, Garden City Lands Memorandum of Understanding.

The City of Richmond negotiated an innovative and unprecedented agreement which
ensured the City secured ownership over a significant portion of the garden City Lands, a
prime parcel of 136.5 acres of federally owned land, located on the edge of Richmond
City Centre. The federal government declared the Garden City Lands surplus strategic
property in 2002, thereby requiring the lands to be disposed of through a formal process
and under specific policies managed by the Act and the Treasury Board of Canada.

The City of Richmond expresses interest in and has attempted to gain ownership of the
Garden City lands for more that 30 years. In 2002, the City presented a proposal to the
Government of Canada to have the 136.5-acre Garden City Lands transferred to the City,
The proposal as accepted by the federal government, however, the Musqueam Indian
Band prevented transfer of title referring to a formal land claim on the Garden City Lands
within the BC Treaty process. They were granted an injunction by the Federal Court and
had benefit of a lawsuit and Judicial Review.




It was concluded that the land claim through treaty negotiations would result in full
ownership of the land by Musqueam. Reserve status represented the highest threat to the
City’s objectives to acquire the lands to house park and public amenities. The judicial
review and injunction were to be challenged by an appeal filed by the Government of
Canada and the City of Richmond. If successful with the appeal the City would receive
the lands through completing transfer. If the Musqueam were successful in defending the
appeal, ownership of land would eventually fall to Musqueam through either the land
claim of negotiations. In all scenarios, future ownership of the lands would possibly be in
limbo for years if it did not move to the Musqueam.

The City was able to successfully lobby to have an alternative negotiation process
launched, which brought together all the parties with an interest in the property; the
Department of Fisheries and Oceans, Canada Lands Company, Musqueam Indian Band
and City of Richmond. It is particularly noteworthy, that the City was the only one of the
four parties that did not have a legal or any other right to the land. Together, the parties
reached a precedent-setting negotiated Memorandum of Understanding, concluded
outside of the treaty process, which protected and recognized the interests of all parties.

The Memorandum of Understanding provides that after subdivision, the property will be
divided with 50 to 74% transferred to the City, at a cost of $4.77 million, a fraction of its
actual value. The City has expressed the intention to create parkland and public amenity
space on its share of the site. Approximately 10 to 15% of the entire site will be set aside
for potential use for a Richmond Trade and Exhibition Centre. The memorandum of
Understanding provides that the remainder of the site will be transferred to the CLC and
the Musqueam Indian Band for a joint development venture, with the economic benefits
being shared equally.

The negotiation process is seen as a potential model for future agreements involving
senior governments, municipalities and First nations, providing a timely and cost
effective win-win alternative to the treaty negotiation process.
